	To be able to find out about the facilities on offer in a hotel/at a campsite.  To be able to use a range of questioning techniques – question words and other ways of forming questions. 

	3
	Making complaints about hotels/campsites. Creative opportunities for ‘Fawlty Towers’ style sketch. Negative structures -  no hay/il n’y a pas de etc
	Students to be able to express their disappointment at things not being as they would wish.  More able to be able to extend the basic complaints. To be able to produce a simple letter of complaint.

	4
	Lost property. Perfect tense - revision for French/intro for Spanish (1st person only for lower groups). Adjectival agreements with colours/descriptions. Object pronouns.
	All students to be able to report an item of lost property and to describe it. More able to be able to give more detail and be able to use object pronouns. Students to be given the opportunity to learn a wider range of adjectives – moving away from big, small etc

	Getting travel info and booking travel tickets.  Revision of basic directions. Transactional language, pleasantries etc  Revision of time and no.s 1-100. Further revision of question words
	All students to be able to book a train/bus ticket and find out which platform it leaves from, times etc Students to be able to read and understand travel timetables

	Further extension of above – to include getting around the train station, underground, airport.
	To enable all students to be able to get around in a Spanish/French speaking town and to understand signs, directions etc.
